FSAIC:
You’ll get your results as much as three weeks faster than if you used the paper FAFSA. You also will have instant access to your application results or the Expected Family Contribution (EFC) and you will get your Student Aid Report within three to five days. 
Student:
Easier than paper? What about accuracy?

FSAIC:
Yes, it is accurate. FAFSA on the Web has detailed help screens for every question. And, you can get live, private online help from a customer service representative. Also, based on your answers to certain questions, FAFSA on the Web skips other questions that don’t apply to you. In addition, FAFSA on the Web notices when you’ve supplied contradictory information, and it gives you the chance to correct your mistakes before submitting the application.
Student: 
But, is it safe?

FSAIC:
Yes. FAFSA on the Web uses encryption, which means the information you send over the site is turned into code so that an intruder will not be able to read it.

Student:
Okay, you’ve sold me on FAFSA on the Web! What do I do now?

FSAIC:
Go to www.fafsa.gov and apply. Once you’ve submitted your completed FAFSA, check your e-mail inbox for a response and further instructions.
